monds. He could have bid . his
hand very differently, of ccarse,
hut there's no assurance that
the final contract wouldn't have
been six_diamonds or hearts it

| he had. In either case, the con-

tract could be defeated by &
club lead and continuation.

South might have used Black-
wood instead of the bid he made,
and, learning that the oppo-
nents had an ace, contracted
for six notrump, but this fis
much easier to say, looking at
all 52 cards, than looking at
only 13,

West led a club and South
had no trouble diagnosing the
lead as a singleton. East’s pre-
emptive bid of four clubs in con-
Junction with the size of the
club led, made it clear that East
had a seven-card suit.

So when Fast won the open-
Ing lead with the ace, South
smoothly played the king on it!
Maybe East shouldn't have swal-
lowed the bait, but he did.

He naturally thought his
partner had the missing four of
clubs and that South's king was
a singleton. He therefore shifted
to a spade, hoping his partner
had the ace, but this hope was
quickly dissipated when South
played the ace, drew trumps,
and claimed the rost.

1f South had played the four
of clubs on the ace, there s
little doubt that East would
have returned a club at trick
two to defeat the contract. The
falsecard proved highly effec.
v

It just goes to show that a
discriminating falsecard, smart-
ly timed, can prodiuce an enor-
mous swing. In this case the
play gained South 1,670 points.
