rope till nearly 200 years after the nine digits. Every person ac-
quainted with the summation of an Algebraic series, 1s aware,
that it is qute possible to expand the operation of dividing an
unit by a cipher, and that the quotient is a sum ¢nfinitely great,
howsoever mysterious such a result may appear to our learned
Errctor.
