Minister Robert Menzies said Tues-
day that failure of the United Na.

Speaking in a forelgn affairs de.
bate in the House of Representa-
tives, Menzies said the UN has
been ‘“‘bowing to Colonel Nasser,”
while Israel had been given no
guarantee on the use of the Suez
Canal or the Gulf of Aqaba.

“Is this a triumph for interna-
tional justice” he asked. ““I can’t
believe it."

He said Egyptian President Nas-
ser sabotaged the Suez Canal by
sinking 49 ships in it when he did
not need ‘“‘to sink a canoe for any
military reason.”
