The study portion of the
work should occupy more time than
the wtitten: for, it is by such study
the knowledeze is acquired and held.

Scveral interesting and informa-
tive lectures were given during the
year. Rev. Father 8Sharkey of
China, Rev. Louis Dougan of the
Bas'lica Staff, and Miss Browne
Naticnal Director of the Junior
R:d Cross. were the principal
speakers. A world-wide Red Cross
broadcast proved on interesting ex-
periment in the use of radio in the
school.
