carrying 835 Confedorate prisoners and 120 Un-
ion guards, had left Jersey city at 6 o'clock Fri-
day moruing, and | rocoeded in safety gs fur as
Shobola, a station 2hout twenty miles west of
Port Jervis, where the double track ends
Cowing east at the same time was a regular
train. Its conductor stopped at Laekawaxen, |
the station next west of Shehola, and enquired |
of the telegraph ope ator whether the track was |
clear to Shohola, and was told all trains then |
due had passed.  He thereupon started his train |
at fifteen miles an hour, and after running a
mile or two at that rate over a read which con-
stantly pierces defiles ard bends in sharp curves,
came suddenly upon the epecial train, also moving
rapidly.  And in one terrible moment the two
traine lay in ruing, and out of their passengers 64
were killed and 120 wounded. The tender of the
passenger traiu was turned up on eud; the first
car was jammed into a space less than six feet,
and the tender fell hack upon it. It eontained
thirty-seven men, and from its wreck thirty-six
were taken out deud, only one man escaping |
with his iife by falling between the platforms to
the earth. Three o! the cars in all were totally
destroyed. Some of the bodies were shockingly
mutilated, heads completely erushed, bodies
transfixed, impaled on timbers or iron rods, or
smashed between the colliding beams. Of the
soldiers killed sixteen were Federals and forty-
four Coatederates.
