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Moscow Okays
Big Four Talks
At The Summit

VIENNA (AP) — The Soviet
Union publicly announced its ap-
proval Sunday of the Western-pro-
posed Big Four meeting “at the
summit.”

In a speech during the signing
of the Ausl independence pact,
Fm"jelgn Minister V. M. Molotov
said:

1. The purpose of the Big Four
meeting ‘‘to achieve an interna-
tional relaxation of tenmsion’ cor-

responds ‘‘completely with  the
peaceful policy of the Soviet
Union."

2. The Soviet Union is con-
vinced that “other states also will
follow the pattern” of Austria in
choosing neutrality. The Soviet
Union ‘‘attaches great significance
to the Austrian declaration that the
country will not join any military
alliance and will not permit for-
eign military bases on its soil.”
GERMAN QUESTION

“The Soviet Union" Molotov
said at the signing table in Belve-
dere Palace, “‘will go on trying to
find ways for a peaceful and Dem-
ocratic settlement of the German
question which would correspond
to the legitimate efforts of the Ger-
man people for reestablishing thgl}
unity without reviving their mili-
tarism.”
