- PARRIS ISLAND, §. C. (AP)—
The best way to describe the U.S.
Marine Corps right now is ‘‘real
shook."”

These words were brought by
the Marines from Korea and orig-
inally applied to a man in a state
of shock from too many near
misses.

Ahereafter, wherever Staff Sgt.
Matthew C. McKeon goes, he will
be known as the man who shook
the- corps right down ‘to the heels
of its combat boots.

McKeon is ‘the man who
marched "74 recruits into a tide-
swept marsh where six were
drowned on April 8. For that un-
authorized night disciplinary
march and other acts, he was con
victed of negligent homicide and
violation of a -general' order last
Friday night.

Saturday he was given a bad
coniduct discharge from the Ma-
rine Corps and sentenced to nine
months in prison. The sentence is
still * subject to review by the
navy department.and may be ap-
pealed if not reduced there.

But - what ‘happened to McKeon
is, in a large measure, almost
incidental to what has happened
to the corps, which' prizes  itself
on tough training.

In the McKeon case there was
evidence that - drill instructors
have been in the past almost
wholly responsible for the training
of the recruits.

SLAPPED ABOUT

There was testimony that re-
cruits were slapped about by the

in sundry ways and called an as-
sortment of names, none of which
could be used in polite society.

As one drill instructor put it,

the mission was to train men
“with Marine Corps emblems for
eyeballs.’ ’

I went through basic training

here in 1942 and, like everyone
else, was subjected to a certain
amount of hazing, but never in the
10 weeks I was here did 1 see a
drill instructor lay a hand on any
member of my platoon.

A strange thing has happened

to the Marine Corps and it is dif- el
ficult to tell whether it is cause
or effect.

Prior to the Second World War,

the Marines were a small, tough,
professional outfit. During the war
itself the corps was expanded to
more than 500,000 men. Now the
corps is, by law, maintained at
three divisions and
wings—about 205,000 officers and
m

three air

en.
The Marines are a volunteer out-

fit and, as such, are constantly
seeking long - term enlistments.
They have had a struggle.

In an effort to maintain strength

they have accepted what they
call “Mental Group IV' as 're-
cruits. These are slow, hard to
teach men. ‘Idiots,” the drill in-
structors call them.

Since January a large number

of new Marine recruits.have been
in that mental group. It is small
wonder that a .drill
