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Continued frcm page 1
through mounting seas to a point
477 miles west of Shannon, Ire-
land, after American search planes
had reported earlier sighting a
raft with flve men.

As the day drew on, seas grew
higher. By nightfall, near - gale
winds whipped waves high as a
house.

The U.S. Air Force said no
names could be released yet. Maj.
Arthur Beam, 30, was in command
of the flight. The bomber was on
the way to Lakenheath air base,
England, for 30 days' tra.alug.

Engines On Fire

It radioed at 3:36 am. that two
of its five engines on the right
side were afire.

Later messages said all five
right-side engines were out and
the plane losing altitude rapidly.
At 4:40 am. Kevlavik airfield in

“pailing out”.

Though the main rescue efforts
were far at sea, & hunt also was
centred on a svcond spot 192 miles
west of Shannon.
