Sir,—A correspondent in last week's
ExaMINER euggests closing up 'h Steait

i their operations, for the grest fes ure-
of climate are determined by the operati. n

The question here properly is, how much
does the Belle I-le current at pres o » ffoc
our chimate ¥ This current passes thro. gh
the strait of the same name between New-
toundland and Labrador, which 18 tweive
miles wide, and bears, 1 the early p.rt of
suwwmer, & cousiderable number of 1ceberge
«wto che northern part of the gulf. This e
is not seen south of Cape George, N w-
ivundland, and Cape Wui tle, Labrador,
for it 1s here met by an important current
entering the guli from the Atlantic be-
tween Newfoundland and C.ps Bretom,
and by the current of the niver St. Law-
rence

This Atlantic eurrent is a most impor-
taut one to us Is anders. It is composed
of a brauch of the Gulf Stream united with
# tpur of the Labrador current, snd coters
the Gelt al ng the southern shore of New-
toundiand, It proceeds northwest as far

If, thea, the B-1l» Isle current does not
ut present sensibly affec. our climate, the
project to spend millions of mony in shut-
ting it off does not commend irself as being
the m.s! prudent economy.

The comparative coolness of our climate
is determined by the fact that we are
si-uated on the eastern side of the North
Am tican continent, and the prevailing
easierly fl »w of the atmorphere brings the
'frigid temperature of the contiuentsl
winters down upon us; while cur springs
are delayed by the melting of the large
quantities of ice which form in the Gult of
'S Lawrence, and by the low temperature
| of the Boreal current which presses down
close to the eastern shore of the Continent.
i Bat if our springs are late our autumns are
"“mi!d and open, and our summers tempered
from the same reason, viz. : the expanss of
| water around us

The uousu«l warmth of the past season was
not peculiar to P E Island, but common to

! the Ro:rt.h American continent, and was prob-

'ably produced by the stronger flow of the
southwest passage wind, which prevented the
descent of cold waves from the Arctic regions
These ¢ ld waves seem to have been relegated
for this season to the European continen ,

A further proof of the depeudercs of eur
climate on coatinental influence is afforded by
the fact that the Bureau at Toronto is able to
farnish us dsily probaoiliries of the weather
for the Mauaritime Provinces. This is only
Adone by a knewledge of the atmosph ric
movements going on over the whole continent,

If, then, our climate is dependent upon
those great cusmical and continental agencies
which determine the movements of the
atmospheric ocean which wraps roand our
globe, it strikes us as not likely to be much
»ffected by any alteration which we could
make in the flow of an insignificant s .ream
like Belle Isie current. F. B.
