THE SIEGE OF SEBASTOPOL.
DESPATCHES FROM LORD RAGLAN.
Before Sehastopol, March 24.
My Lord,—On the morning of the 22d, the
parallel moved
forward, and drove the enemy out of the rifle
n their immediate front, but nothing of
ny importance occurred during the day.
Early in the night, however, a serious attack
was mado upon the works of our Allies in front
of the Victoria redoubt, opposite the Malakoff
tower. The night was very dark, and the wind
%0 hiFh. that the firing which took place, and
which was very heayy, could scarcely be heard
in tho British camp ; it is, therefore difficult to
speak with columtg.of what occurred from
anything that could be heard or observed at the
moment. [t appears, however, that the Bus-
sians, after attacking the head of the sap which
the French are carrying on towards the Mame-
lon, fell with two heayy masses on their now
parallel, to the rear of which they succeeded in
ing an ing them-
llant resistance on the part
laving broken through, they
passed along the parallel and in rear of it,
antil they came in contact with the troops

into the ravine, from the right of our advance,
where it connects with the French trench. The
encuy was_horo mot by detachments of the
77th and 97th Regiments, forming part of the
guard of the trenches, who, ulthough thus
taken suddenly both in flaok and rear, behaved
with the utmast gallantry and cooluess. The
detachment of the 97th, which was on the
treme right, and ‘which, consequently,

came in contact with the enemy, nq'nhed t
attack at the point of the bayonet. They were
led by Captain Vicars, unfortunately,
lost his 1ife on the occasion ; i assured
that nothing could be more distinguisbed, than
the gallantry and good example which he set to
the detachment under his command. The con-
duct of the detachment of the 77th was equall;

distinguished ; and the firmness and prompti-
tudo with which the attack in t rt of the
works was met were in the highest degree cre-
ditable to that rogiment. Tiese troops were
under the direction of Major Gordon, of the
Royal Engineers, who was wounded on the
occasion so severely as for some time, I fear, to
deprive the army of the benefit of his valuable
sorvices.

THF TURKISH EXPEDITION IN THE
CRIMEA.

“ The Journal de Constanti of March 29

contains the following items of news respecting

the Turkish force under Omar Pasha :—

“The Turkish army at Eurmri now rec-
kons about 40,000 men, with 150 guns. Their
sanitary condition is excellent. Omar Pasha

having learnt from prisoners that the Russian
infantry emploged in the last attack bad re-
tired upon Simpheropol, came to the conclusion
that an opportune moment had arrived to ex-
tend his positions. After having provided Eu-
patoria with formidable fortifications, one of
the advanced works of which swept, with its
great guns, all the whole field of attack, he
B ethed e troopes forward abeut 8, “
occupied two villages, and ordered the vast
camp to be entrenched. The advanced posts of
the Rnssian cavalry bave retired, without any
serious resistance, beyond the reach of the guns
of the advanced posts of the Turks. By this
operation, Omar Pasha makes Eupatoria the
centre of his position, and avoids by the exten-
sion which he bas given to his new position all
those encumbrances the consequences of which
would be extremely dangerous. The Russians
have now a larger circle to watch, which will
require a larger number of troops and thus di-
ird ‘lbo uolll;ity of ﬁhdr“llinn.
