obviously, was a desperate attempt
to keep the opponents from “get-
ting together.” but South and
North were not be talked out of
their excellent cards.

West, feeling that the opponents
were expecting a heart lead, tried
the surprise attack of the club king
—= not that this should have made
any different in the outcome.
South took the first trick witn the
ciub ace, drew two rounds of
trumps with the ace and king, then
laid down the heart king. He cross-
ed to dummy with a trump. dis-
carded a club on the ace of hearts
and then led the diamond nine
to the ace. Apparently, South decid-
ed that he would have to fina the
diamond queen right in order to
fulfill the contract, and. as he ex-
plained later to his partner, it had
seemed & very good bet that West
had the diamond queen, inasmuch
as East’s length In hearts and spades
had marked him very short m the
minor suits. So South tried the
finesse to the dlamond jack—and
down he went.

South's knowledge of East's dis-
tribution should have been put to
better use! East was indeed mark-
ed with at least ten cards in the
major suits, and thus, all South
had to do was cash the A-K of
diamonds and the heart ace and
throw East in with dummys last
heart, discarding a loser from the
ciosed hand.
