Describes New
Turbo Engine
For Automobile

NEW YORK, March 15 — (AP)
—Details of the engine in the
new British Turbo automobile
were disclosed here today.

by G. Geoffrey Smith,
technital writer, in his new book
“Gas Turbines and Jet Propul-
sion,” 10 be published here next
month by Aircraft Books, Inc,

Smith says the two<turbine en-
gine used in the Rover turbo car
is 34 inches long, 20 inches high
and weighs 475 pounds, including
the reduction gear needed to use
the power from the high-speed
turbine,

The engine was installed in 8
Rover automobile chassis in place
of the usual six-cylinder recipro-
cating engine of 75 horsepower.

Although praising the perform-
ance of the car in a subsequent
cable describing his own tests at
the wheel, Smith in his book
quotes Rover engineers as being
of the opinfon “that the turbine-
propelled car will not be a com-
mercial proposition for some years
to come.”

While sometimes referred to as
a jet auto, the Rover actually uses
a gas {urbine engine that burns
kerosene for fuel. The gas tur-
bine engine is not new, but its use
in an automobile is.

The Rover has two independent-
ly-operated turbines — one a com-
pressor unit coupled to the ac-
celerator and the other a power
unit geared to the rear wheels.
Like any turbine, they operate on
the windmill principle as con-
trasted to the combustion cham-
ber and reciprocating piston of
the conventional automobile en-
gine.
