With the proper obstetric care
and medical treatment, the preg-
nancy should have no adverse ef-
fect on the tuberculosis.

Many physicians, even those
well trained in treating tuberculos-
is, advise women with inactive
cases to walit between two and
five years before they become
pregnant.

INACTIVE CASES

From their studies. Drs. Rosen-
bach and Gangemi report that in
clinically inactive cases no wait-
ing period is indicated before preg-
nancy.

They found no reactivation of
the disease during pregpnancy in
any of the inactive cases of pul-
monary TB they studied.

But be on the safe side. If you
have an inactive case of TB, dis-
cuss it thoroughly with your doec-
tor before deciding to have a
baby.

You might tell him of the stud-
fes I have cited above and see
whether he agrees.
