The finest players have come to
the conclusion that it is better to
shade opening two-bids, .rather
than be conservative in this respect
and later go “all out”. However,
South on today's deal was not of
this school!

|West dealer.
Both sides vulnerable,®
North-South 40 on score
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West's hand was normally worth
opening, but he decided to pass
because of the enemy’s part-score.
Whereupon, the auction went in
the following remarkable fashion;

9-14B
West North East South.
Pass Pass Pass 3 X4l
Dbl.  Pass 3¢ 46(D
Pass' 54  Dbl. Redbl (D)
ass  Pass' Pass

Observe that North, who pre-
sumably felt that his hand was
not worth a two-club opening, went
to five clubs all on his own—
North's bid was simply the forced
rescue of South’s diamond cue bid
—and then redoubled the contract!

West opened the diamond queen.
South ruffed and laid down his top
spades, then played a third round
of spades, West won and returned
the high spade. East over-ruffed
dummy, and the outcome was that
South lost five tricks—and 1600
points!

Perhaps we have done South an
injustice—perhaps his  choice of
openings was an attempt to trap
the enemy into thinking he had
a weak hand. However, if this was
his idea, he carried it cut a little
too far! His four-dlamond cue bid
—which figured so-strongly to force
his own side to the five-level—was
inexcusable!  North's ~ dilemma,
when this cue-bid reached him,
can be readily observed: there was
nothing he could do to escape
catastrophe.

As for South's'redouble of five
clubs—well, there are no words for
