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Sir John Thompson Deiended.

A good man is never without defenders
Che attack of the Rev. Dr. Dougliss upon
Sir John Thompson has bean s by pei-
sons of every class and creed. Among the
most promiuent of Sir John's defenders is
Mcr. Coatsworth, membar of Parliament for
loronto snd a leading and infloential
Mcthodist. In the course of a letter to the
Ottawa Citizen, Mr. Coatsworth says :

““As & member of the Methodist Charch
having great respect for Dr. Douglas, a vens
erable minister of that churchy, 1 was deeply
pained at the evident lack of Christian char-
ity snd moderation evinced by him on that
ccasion. It was also & matter of deep re-
et to observe Dr. Dougias’ entire miscon
ception of the public life of Sir John Thow p=
son. The whole tenor of his address shows
clearly to me that he was misinformed and
the inferences he drew were based on a state-
ment of fucts which were in every important
piriicular totally at veriance with the true
state of the case. I do not yield 50 any per-
son in my jealous care to guard the very in-
terests which 1 believe Dr. Douglas intended
by his speech to preserve. At the swme time
ism fiee to say candidly that after nearly
vwo yeurs of intimate relations with Sir John
Thowpson, I have ever fouud him to be a]
courteous, fair, liberal- minded gentleman and
w statesman of the highest rank, aud [ have
yet to see the slightest indication on his part
to introduce religious questious into politics.
The wroog impressivns made upon many
minds by such addresses as that of Dr. Doug-
las have given rise to erroneous opinions cen-
cerning Sir John Thompson. Th-se are al-
ways dispelled on meeting and hearing him.
Dignified in manner, calm and temperate in
discassion, logical in debate, seldom asserting
a position that cannot faiily be maintained,
extieme in nothing, sn eathusiastic lover of
Canada »nd British connection, he is loved by
his friends and respected by a 'l as a statesman
worthy of emulation by Canadian youth.”

It is evident that Sir John Thompsen
has no need to personally resist Dr. Doug-
las’ attack. In so far as Sir John is con-
cerneld, Dr. Douglas is repelled by the men
of his own communion aad fellowship, as
well as by fair-minded men of every party
and creed.

Notes and Comments.

—The report of Mr. Ingalls, of the Geo-
logical Survey, to the Dominion Govern-
meot, shows that during the past four years
the annual mineral production of Cansda
has largely increased, The value of the
coal ourput has increased from $4,758,590
to $7.792,175. The nick:l indusiry has
been established within that period, and
last year the ouipus was valued at $2.775,-
976. The production of copper has in-
cressed from $342315 to $1,238,780
Other minerals, excepting gold, also show
a satisfactory increase.

—The Montreal Witness returns thanks
to the broad shoulder of its mountain and
the virtuous character of its aldermen, for
having escaped the thunder, lightning and
rain which made havoc elsewhere in the
proviuce of Quebee. A St. Joha, N. 8,
man at present in Torunto, upon reading of
the damage done by the storm in Halifax,
N. S., was heard to remark, ** They want-
od that to wake them up,” upon which the
Empire remurks that it is strange what
narrow prejudices lead men co say.

—Halifax Herald: It is a suggestive
fact, in couneciion with the theory advanc

ed by Rev. Dr. Douglas that the Roman
Catholic church is making use of Sir John
Thompson to control this country, that the
two provinces of this dominion in which
the adherenta of that denomination con-
sititute a larger proportion of the population
than they do in the others—to wit Quebec
and P. E. Island—were the ouly two prov-
inces in which the present dominion
government failed to secure a mujorty at
the last general eleczion. Quebec, in
which the Roman Cutholics are as 7
to every 1 non-Catholic, returned
38 oppoeition to 28  governmant
supporters,—though the governmeas carried
nearly all the Protestant distric:s iy the pro-
vince. And P. E. Island, in which the
Roman Catholics are withia a fraciisa of one
half the population, elected 4 g it« to 2 con-
servatives. On the other hand Manitoba, in
which the Roman Catholic popu'ation is the
smallest in proportion to populasion of any of
the provinces, elected 4 conservatives to 1
grit. The moral of which seems to be that a:
the last general election the Roman Catholic
church did not exercise any undue activity in
sapport of the government of whica Sir John
Ihempson is & member.
