Tower Bridge, London,

Some inte-esting figures are published
relating to the new Tower bridge, cor-
rected up to what, so far as aterials
are concerned, may be taken to be the
completion of the work. It was esti-
mated that the bricks required would be
81 willions ; the number actually used
has been only 24 millions. On the other
hand the granite, which was to have
been 233,000 tons, has really been 415,-
000 tons. The cement used has been 19,
009 tons, instead of 19,500 ; the concrete
75,000 cubic yards. instead of the esti-
wated 70,500. It was reckoned that the
iron and steel required would be 15,000
tous ; they have wctually used 800 tons
more than thin.  Some of these dis-
crepancivs have been due to modifi-
cations of plans as the work proceed-
ed ; on the whole, they may be taken
to be remarkably near the calculated
figures. it need hardiy be said that the
estimated cost has been scmewhat ex-
ceeded. It almost invariably is in shich
undertakings. But here again the de-
parture fromm the original reckoning does
not strike one as anvthing very supris-
ing. It was to have cost £750.000; it is
now ecalculated that when all is done
th:e bill will Le £800,000.  The finishing
courses of masonry ure now being put
upon the towers, and the ‘‘chains” have
Jjust been comnpleted; the lifts are being
got into position, the spiral staircase are
rapidly stretching up the towers, and
the road ways are fast preparing for traf-
fic.
