For-
tunately, some person saw the blize made
by the burning paper, and it was promptly
extinguished. The interior of the cluset’
was somew hat scorched.

This morning Mr. James Deales, who
lives on the corner of Great George and
Grafton Streets, near the scane of the
other two fires, made the alarming discovery
that some person had also attempted to
burn him cut. Kerosene oil was spilled
over the seat and walis of the water closet
in the rear of his premises and a match
applied. After burning some paper off
the walls and scorching the seat, the fire
went out without any assistance. A card
of matches wasfound on the seat of the
et, closwhere it had been left by theincend-
inry. Itisonly afew months eince Mr
Beales' stable was burned down by an ia-
cendiary.
