As to the statement that Catholic influence, where it was
predominant, was vigorously exerted at the last election
against members of the majority, cxcept in Mr. Yeo's district

admits. Now, he knows very vell that if the Catholics vigor-
ously exerted themscives in that district at the last election
Mr. Owen would not have had the ghost of a chance of hold-
ing a seat in the Hlouse. As it is, he got that seat only by
the belp of a corrapt majority. Again, if the Catholies had
vigorously exerted themselvesin the Murray Harbour Distriet
and at Georgetown, the Liberal candidates would have been
returned for both these places.
