This is the story of a child who
was murdered because he refus-
ed to tell a lie — murdered when
only 8-year-old by his foster par-
ents, 103 years ago at Montello,
Wisconsin. The residents of the lit-
tle town never forgot the valiant
lad who stuck to the truth though
it cost him his life.

automobiles, 2350 other persons
listened to the program on loud-
speakers.

Emmanuel was born in England
in 1843, but his parents brought
him to the U. S. A, in 1845. Three
years later he was an orphan in
the public poor house. The boy was
taken out for a few days at a
time by an uncle, who soon died.
One day the orphan drew the at-
tention of Mr. and Mrs. Samuel
Norton, who adopted him in 1851.
They took him to their crude
shack in Montello. Court records
reveal that the Nortons went to
prison for seven years for beating
the little boy to death ‘‘with stout
switches.”

So that's why 2,500 persons gath-
ered in the rain to pay tribute to a
mere child who was beaten to|
death 103 years ago. |

The strange story of the Haunted
