Miss Bmwn's Address

Miss Jean ‘Brown, drector of
Junior Red Cross work in Canada
said that on this, her first visit to
the Island, she was very pleased
to hear of the advances made In
the profe.=sinﬁ in this province.
One of the most discouraging as-
pects in the ~ past hws  been the
apathy of the public in connection
with what has been going on In
the schgols. Today a differen-
attitude exists throughout Canada.

The Educational Conference in Win
nipeg in 1919 saw representatives

find several sets of people. Gln(l‘n,[ol’all ciasses and religious denomi-

nations present and shcwed clear-
ly that the people frem one end of
the country to the other are wak-
ing up to the educational needs of
the tines.

But are the teachers waking up
to the increased demands of their
profession? - This question the
speaker believed was a very perti-
nent one. In the past teachers
were too prone to teacn subjects
on the curriculum with the examl-
-nations only in view. Teaching is
a life-giving business  and in the
words of the 2zreatest teacher of
all, it is “to give life that the world
might have it more abundantly.”

Real Education

If every Canadian child were giv-
en an oppontunity to develop health
habits, and if in addition to that
it were given hygenic  environ-
ment; taught to think clearly rath.
er than merely to learn the sub-
jects: to appreciate beauty in art
and poetry and to develcp these
‘altruistic tendencies, latent - in
