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How Many More Of Them?

Another test of confidence, the
second in 28 hours, was passed by
the Liberal minarity government in
the House of Commons last night.
The public will hope that this is not
the prelude to a series of such tests,
such as disrupted the business of
the last Parliament. We wonder how
many of those Opposition members
who voted non-confidence in the
government on this occasion really
wanted to force another general elec-
tion at this time, or whether they
considered what the country’s reac-
tion would be in that event.

In the case of the NDP amend-
ment, there was some reason for
challenging the government's decis-
jon to involve Canada in nuclear
armaments without first consulting
Parliament. While the motion
was defeated, it was by the slim
margin of 124 to 113. This was an
issue in which timing was impor-
tant, in view of the opening, a few
hours later, of the NATO council
conference at which, reportedly,
Canada’s European air division was
formally committed to an inter-
allied NATO nuclear force.

The same cannot be said for the
Conservative motion, which merely
expressed regret that many Liberal
pledges had not been incorporated
in the Speech, and that the policies
announced failed to provide full op-
portunity for social and economic
advancement. There would be ample
opportunity for making these crit-
icisms later, when concrete meas-
ures were before the House.

Beauchesne’s Parliamentary Rules
and Forms deals with this matter,
laying it down as desirable, in dis-
cussing the Throne Speech, that the
Address be passed without undue
delay. In this connection it quotes Sir
John A. Macdonald, a good Conser-
yative authority, to the following ef-
fect:

“l am glad the Opposition (of
1878) have adopted the English
modern system—a very proper one

—of passing the Address without
amendment, and when all the var-
ious subjects alluded to in it are
dealt with, when the measures pro-
posed are before the House, they and
their details can be criticized with a
full knowledge and satisfactory ex-
planation with regard to the policy
of the Government.”

This course, we submit, could
well have been followed by the Con-
gervatives in this instance, without
gommitting them to anything they
didn’t approve of.

. Shifting His Ground

Last week Prime Minister Pear-
#on said it was “quite clear”, from
the nature of the NATO

NATO meeting formally committed
Canada’s European air division to
participation in such a force, In Par-
liament, later in the same day, Mr.
Pearson declined to discuss that mat-
ter. He said the proposed force had
not yet been established, and the
question of committing the Cana-
dian division therefore “does mot
arise.”

Pressing his questioning on this
point, Mr. Diefenbaker asked the
Prime Minister whether the Cana-
dian representatives at the NATO
meeting—External Affairs Minister
Martin and Defence Minister Hellyer
—had undertaken that the commit-
ment would be made if the nuclear
force was set up. To this query Mr.
Pearson replied that it would be
wrong to disclose the Canadian pos-
ition during the NATO conference.
When Mr. Diefenbaker argued that
the Canadian people should not be
bound by the government without
reference to Parliament, Mr. Pear-
son retorted that when Mr. Diefen-
baker was in power he had done the
same thing.

The Prime Minister appears to
have shifted his ground on this sub-
ject since he came into office. Dur-
ing the election campaign he spoke
only of the need for “honoring” a
commitment the Conservatives had
made, and of then trying to negoti-
ate a new arrangement after consul-
tation with Parliament. Parliament
now is as much in the dark as it
ever was, but there seems no doubt
that a new commitment of some
kind has been made—right under its
nose, so to speak.

US. Wheat Vote

Concern is felt in Canada over
the rejection by United States wheat
growers of stricter government con-
trol measures on production. It is
feared in some quarters that this
may result in depression of world
wheat prices and reduction of Can-
adian growers’ income. However, it
is to be noted that the U.S. vote is
effective for only a year and it is
possible that after a year of low
price supports and further price-
depressing surpluses another refer-
endum will have a different out-
come.

About 800,000 wheat growers
voted in Tuesday’s referendum, in
which the Kennedy administration
sought to obtain sanction for a plan
to reduce 1964 crops plantings by
10 per cent, with support of 80 per
cent of normal production at $2 a
bushel and the remainder at $1.80.
For the first time, under the Ken-
nedy plan, limits on wheat sales
would be added to the usual acre-
age limits.

Last week the government suc-
ceeded, after extensive manoeuver-
ing against strong Republican op-
position, in putting through Con-
gress a bill containing a “sweeten-
er” for the wheat farmers. The bill,
in extending the Federal feed-grain
program, would permit them to grow
feed grains on land they take out
of wheat. Thus they could help sus-
tain their income under stiff wheat
controls.

But this incentive wasn’t enough
to carry the vote. The result is a
blow to government hopes, since all
previous wheat referendums produc-
ed the required two-thirds margins
for government programs. If this
one had been accepted, and had prov-
ed workable, it was planned to extend
it to other crops. Now the costly
surplus storage program remains on
Washington's hands, and it will not
be an easy problem to deal with.
