In Drug Recall

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen-
ator Hubert Humphrey says that
U.S. doctors who |
distributed thalidomide to their
patients have not advised them
to get rid of the drug.

Humphrey, a Minnesota Dem-
ocrat, said in a statement that
“as many as one - sixth of the
American doctors who had dis-
tributed supplies (of thalido-
mide) to patients had not con-
tacted their patients to destroy
he drus

An aide of Humphrey's said
the figure was obtained Monday
from the Food and Drug Admin-
istration. The FDA has been
following up on the supplies of
thalidomide which were distrib-
uted by its U.S. manufacturer
to some 1,270 doctors for clinical
testing before its link to birth
of deformed babies became
widely known.

Humphrey said the inaction
by some doctors was just one

of what he termed ‘“shocking
new findings of laxity" involved
