If
either opponent had the club king
with only one guard, South would
be sitting pretty. As a precaution-
ary measure, when West played the
club eight, South overtook his jack
with dummy’s queen.

East’ saw quite clearly that
failure to win this trick would
probably result in the loss of his
king, but he nevertheless held up
that card because he also saw that
It was his only chance to shut out
the bulk of dummy’s clubs. In fact,
East did his king, becduse South
now played the club ten ‘hrough
East and let it ride, but East's
sacrifice was nevertheless successful
because South then went astray.
After the club ten held, he tried the
diamond finesse, and ho never
recovered from that error.

East's defence was as good as it
could be, but it would not have
succeeded against an expert declar-
er. With three club tricks assured,
the expert South would cash ‘the
heart queen (and the club ace)
and then throw West on lead with
a heart. It would be elementary for
South to discard his two low
diamonds on West's long hearts
and thus await V.est’s forced shift
to & spade or a diamond, either of
which would give South Che ninth
trick.
