ree Lighting — Candles
should never be used as Christ-
mas Tree Lights because re-
gardless of how well they are
aced or protected, they
ite flimmable materials such
as the clothing of children while
from the tree,
household pets such as cals or
dogs may brush against them,
or drafts of air may cause or-
naments or decorations to sway
into the open flame.

For safety sake, use approved
miniature electric lights to illu-
minate the tree. In Canada, ap-
