Tea Party Is
Re-enacted

BOSTON (AP) — A group of
Boston businessmen re-enacted the
Boston tea party Monday in a pro-
gram of protest against govern-
ment spending and high taxes.

Some 25 tea chests—empty, but
labelled ‘‘waste’” ‘‘big budget,”
“spending’’ and the like — were
tossed into the harbor close to the
site of Griffin's Wharf, where the
colonials staged the original tea
ncident.

There were about 25 ‘‘Indians’
with faces painted and feathers
in headbands. The Greater Boston
Chamber of Commerce which
sponsored the affair, recruited
students to play Indians.

Paul T.' Rothwell, chairmen of
the national affairs committee of
the chamber, said the ‘‘tea party”
was aimed to stir ‘“grass-rools
support for economy in the federal
government.”

He called for a “sensible cutting
of the national budget and a re-
duction of oppressive taxes.”

Rothwell told several hundred
spectators at the wharf that the
colonists were roused to protest in
1773 because of imposition of a
three-per-cent tax on tea shipped
to America.
