Marine Buoys

All during the winter the buoys
which mark the waters of New
Brunswick, Cape Breton, Magdalen
Islands and Prince Edward Island
have been undergoing an overhau:
in the machine shop and forge at
the Marine wharf. Now in shining
coats of new paint they are ready
to be placed to withstand the buf-
feting of wind and waves for an-
other eight months.

The lanterns in the buoys have
been taken apart and serviced in
the machine shop and the super-
structure of each buoy has been re-
paired in the forge; after that they
receive a fresh coat of paint and
each one is lettered for the place
designated.

As usual the first buoys to be
placed will be in the Charlottetown
harbour and on the Wood Island-
Caribou run by the C.G.S. Brant.
Later in the week it is expected
that the C.G.S. Saurel will arrive
to pick up the buoys for the wat-
ers away from the Island coast.
With the almost complete absence
of ice in the Northumberland
Strait and the Gulf of Saint Law-
rence it is thought that spring
shipping will take on a sudden
impetus during the next few weeks.

Another activity of the Depart-
ment of Transport (Marine
Branch) is the dredging of the
many harbours which indent tne
coastline. In preparation for this
phase of the work a crew is busily
engaged in making ready the
dredges, tugs and scows that will
be used. These are the men and
machines which keep the traffic
lanes of the sea open and safe tor
travel.
