Sir John Gorst, on intrelucing the
Education Bill said that lact year 2,445,
000 children were cducated in  Voluntary
schools against 1,879,000 in Board schools.
[t would require over £25,000,000 to re-
place the Voluutary achools, besides cost-
ing the country a tenth part of that sam
every year in maintaining them. The pro-
blem was to prevent them from disap-
pearinz. The Government proposed to
cet up in each county a Statutory Eda-
cation Committee under the County
Council, by way of decentralising the
Education Department. He announced
that each parish would have the option of
coming uoder the committee or of baving
& School Board. The Government had
decided 1o give a capitation grant of 4«. in
Voluntary schools and in necessitous
Board schools; to abolish the 17s. 6d.
limit; to raise the compuisory full time
of school attendance to twelve years; to
it 8ist upon separate religious instruction
where a reasonable number of pareuts re-
quired it; to exempt Voluntary schools
from paying rates; and to give the rating
authorities power to check the increase of
3chool Board expenditure.
