My chemistry book do

not sav yes or no. But in one book I

have chanced to open I find the fellow-

ing remarks: “ Arsenious acid —white

oxid of arsenic, or White arsenic. This

substanceis of the highest importanec,

as being the trequent agent of criminal

or accidental poisoning. There ars few

substances so much to. be teared, it be-

ing almost tasteless; it can be mixed

with articles of food and swallowed

without discovery, and there is vo

practically efficient antidote.” This in-

noeent looking white powder, this po-

tent and fatal substance, of which your

chemist must not sell you a dose with-

out entering your name and address in

a book; of which three grains weight

will kill a man, was lying by one of

the ordinary roads of the mine, in open

sheds, in heaps breast-high. It was

assured that no kind of harmever

comes of all this, save, skin eruptions

to the work-peeple, and these rarely,

but it gave one a shiver to see those
white mounds.
