Honorables R D, Rice and A, Coburn,
Messvs, J, Cooke & Co. are to undertake
the financial management ol the enterpuise.
it is stated that steam comuuication can
be opened on the proposed line entively
ueross the continent by building 739 miles
ol track, The distance from St. Cloud on
the Mississippi, the present terminus or
the Minuesotn Pacilic Railway. to the
north bend of the Missouri, is 280 miles.
¥rom St. Cloud, a distance ot only 123
miles.  Fort Abercrombio, on the Red
River of the North, is reached, thus open-
ing up stenm commnuication with 1em-
bina and the vast tervitories ot the old
liudson’s Bay Company. Small Steamers
rua up the Upper Missouri trom its north-
crly bend some 600 miles or more, to a
point from which it is ouly 300 miles to
the navigable water of the Lewis Fork ol
the Columbia. There is already a good
wagon road over this part of the line.
The highest summit is « very Jittle more
than 5,000 feet—3,000 feet lower than
that of the Union Pacilic on the Black
11iils, and the railvond can cross it, at o
maximum grade of 72 teet to a mile.
From the point on the Lewis Fork of the
Columbia, at or near the mouth ot the
Pend D'Orieles, theriver is naviguble west
some eighty to a hundred miles, and
shonce by Mullen's wagon road, ulready
built, furnishing a good route for a rail-
way for-150 miles, the Columbia is reach-
ed, on which stenmers have for several
vears been running to the Dalles; and
thence by rail and steamer the way is open
to the Pacitic Ocean. ‘Fhoe (acilities for
building and ranning the road arve far bet
ter than were tound on the central line.
Llie route 1une muainly up the valley of
the Missouri and down the valley of the
Columpia, erossing only two summits—
the Rocky mountains and the highlands
between the Lewis and the Upper Colum-
bia.

The available means of the company
are said to be ample. Congrees has grant-
ed to the company every other seetion ftor
forty miles on cach side ot it from the

‘head of lake Superior to Puget’s Sound on

the Pacific Ocean—that is a belt ol
Country west from Lake Superior entirely
across the continent forty miles wide,
the distance is in round numbers, seven-
teen hundred miles, in all 68,000 square
miles—tervitory cnough to make three
sStates as lavee as Ilinois, Muassachusetts
and Conneeticut. Nor is this land, like
nine-tenths ot that along the Uuion and
«entral Pacitic Railways, worthless, The
surveys made years ago, and the accounts
of all "travellers, agree that the country
along the entirve line of this road is capa-
ble not only of cultivation, but of sustain-
ing a large and bighly prosperons popu-
Jation,

A great demonstration was made in
Limerick on August 1st, in behalt of the
remaining  Fenian  prisoners,  Twenty
thousand people marched in procession
with bands and banners, and an  open-air
meeting was held, which was  addressed
by various speakers. A letter to Mr.
Grapsront was adopted. demanding the
release of thé Feniaus now in prison.  The
proceedings were most enthusiastie, but
the tone ot the speakers was moderate,
and there wias noo disturbance ot the
peace,

Paris despatches states that a large

Eist, collision be-
tween the Carlists and the Government
forees were veported, then it was said that
Don Canrros had ordered n cessation of
the movement, then it was said to bave
died out, then Narorroa's lenity towards
the Carlist conspirators on the fronticrs
was censnred by the Spanish newspapers
and a renewal of the disturbadees was
announced, then it was rumoved  that !
Toledo and Avila had pronounced for Don |
Carros, and that bands of his adherents
had appeared m the provinees of Ponteve-
dea avn Leon, aud as we go to press it is
said that a letter from Madrid has been
received iz London, which represents the
state of aflairs in Spain as disquieting.
There is no prospect ahead but gloom and
confusion. ‘The Government has no fears
of the success of the Carlists, but does not
think all is lost tor Prince Astunias. The
Captain-General ot Madvid has sent a let-
ter to Regent Seriraxo and General Pri,
in which he says:—* 1 took purt in the
revolution, hoping to sce morality, law
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now ten months <750, (ne yevolution was
s Ay el

avooMUaaned. My hopes have been de-

ceived, Greater abuses, wide-spread im-
morality, deplorable anarchy prevail—dis-
orders to which it is absolutely necessary
to putan end. The constitution having
procluimed monarchy, the immediate
choice of a Ling is indispensable. 11 the
Governwent does not shortly consider the
question, I shall abandon ail hope as to
the consolidation ot the revolution, and
retire to private lite.” This letter was
pendd in the Council of Ministers, and  cre-
ated o profound impression.

A dreadiul aceident occurred on August
2d in the coxl mines in the mountain  dis-
iriets near Dresden.  The loss of lile was
appaling.  Over three, hundred persons
killed out right. No particulars are ot
hand, but the accident is said tohave been
attributed to the stormy weather.

Dispatches from Bombay veport that the
nephew of SureRk AL, Ameerof (;:;luml.
had rebelled on account of certuin new
army regulations,  He wus cuptured,
with lis two brothers, and sent to British
territory.  The ludiau Government will
keep them at Lahore.

The Prince Royal of Denmark was mar-
ried on July 29th to the Princess Louise
ol Sweden.

A plot for the assassination of Serrano
and Prim has been discovered. It is hint-
ed that this was promoted by the ex-Queen
but no proot that it was so has come
light. Iler ex-Muajesty is reported to have
made overtures to General Lersundi, and
it is cervtain that Baurbon emissuries are at
work in varions parts ol Spain,  Arrests
have been mada at Mudrid, Vidladolid,
Barcelonn, and Cordova, and on aros
has left Paris tor the Spanish frontier. It
is now suid that Prince Napoleon will be
offered the erown, and that His Royal
Ilizhness will have the support ol Priw
and Olozaga.

THE SITUATION,

We live in an eventful period. The
present time will hereafter be considered
@ most important crisis in the history of
\this Colony. e have hitherto enjoyed
a sort of semi-independent existence. We
have been politically, as we are physical-
ly, separated from oar fellow-subjects on
the continent. The bond of a common al-
legiance to the Mother Country has wholly
failed to draw us into anything like a
close und intimate relationship with the
neighboring colonies,  Our circumstan-
ces bave been singular.  Questions pecu-
liur to ourselves have engrossed our at-
tention, as a people, to the cxclusion of
nearly all others.  We have always been
in the habit of considering all public
questions without reference to any other
community or communities, QOur inter-
course wiith the parent country has, for a
very long time, been direct and frequent.
Qur isolation, iu short, has been as com-
plete as it was possible to be. We are
now asked suddenly to break the habis
of geunerations.  We are cexhorted to
emerge from our solitude, and become un
active member of a family of communi-
ties whose interests we have hitherto
considered, in many essential particulars,
to be not cnly ditferent, but antugonistic
to our own. We have found that in the
| past our isoiated condition hus been no
|drawback to us.  When we compare our
' condition as a colony with that of those
I who now form the Dominion, we have no
{reason to regret that, small, weak and
insiguificunt a8 we have been, we have
been allowed to manuge our own affuirs
in our own way without interference, di-
reet and indirgct, from any of our necigh-
bors. \We see that we are more lightly
taxed than they—that our public dett,
compared with theirs, is ineonsideruble—
that we, as a people, are as rich and as
intelligent as any of the colonics we are
called upon to join, It cunnot, we be-
lieve, be denied that the ninety or one
hundred thousand inhabitants of this Is-
land are, on the whole, as prosperous a
community as is to be found in  Dritish
America.  Secing, then, that by long
hubit we have come to consider ourselves
widely scparated from the continental
colonies, und finding by what we con-
sider unimpeachable evidence that our
independent position guoad our neighbors
aas been a benefit rather than an injury
to us, it is no wonder that the people of
this Island are exceedingly averse to
change, and very suspicious of those who
advocate it.

As we before stated, {5¢ neople of thi
; i ) Wt PeoOple ol this
131204 are an intelligent aud o thinking
people—a people, we may add, keenly
alive to their own interests.  When it is
shown them that it is their interest and
their duty to confederate with the Do-
minion, they will do so without delay.
But they must be consulted in the matter.
Their free and willing consent must be
obtained ere the Island Lecomes part of
the Dominion of Canada.  \We are proud
to find that none of our public men evince
the slightest disposition, by a political
juggle, to pitchfork the Island into the
Contederacy without taking the trouble
to find out whether the people desire the
chapge or not.  An unwilling and a dis-
contented people tagged on to the Do-
minion, would not be a very desirable
acquisition.  One Ireland in the world
is quite sufficient.  When terms are oi-
fered they will no doubt be frecly discuss-
ed in the press, on the platform, and by
the firgside. I they are fair they will be
embraced, if unfair they will be refused.
Unionists and Isolationists must not shirk
the fullest and freest discussion. They
must gird themselves for the fight.
Lofty contempt of argument on the one
side, und pig-headed obstinacy on the
other, will not advance the cause of eith er
party. ‘T'hose who accept the terms of
Union must be prepared to show why
they accept them, and those who refuse
to join the Union must be ready to give
good and suflicient reasons for their refu-
sal.  We hope, then, that none of our
