The recommendation was made
in a report submitted to the
royal commission on the law of
insanity as a- defence in crimin-
al cases, which opened a two-
day sitting here.

The report, presented by Dr.
J. A, Huard, medical superinten-
dent of Montreal's Bordeaux il,
said:

“With existing regulations, it
can happen that an accused may
have mental disturbances at the
time of the crime, which will
have completely disappeared
when the mental examination is
made months after his arrest.”
