NEW YORK (AP) — Christmas
this year was really merry in Wall
street for both customers and brok-
ers. Profits were fat for stockhold-
ers as the market stood” within the
shadow of its historic 1929 peaks.

Commissions were great for
brokers who enjoyed their heaviest
business since the stock market be-
gan its heroic rise from the de-
pression in 1933.

The Associated Press average of
60 stocks registered its eighth
straight weekly gain with a rise
of $1 at $153.40. At that point Lhe
average was the highest since Sept.
7, 1929, when it stood at $154.20.

Rotating strength took 'in almost
all major divisions of the market.
Steels, rails, metals, oils and air-
crafts were in demand. Low-priced
issues also came to the fore with
vigor. Brokers amd traders were
not unmindful of the Wall street be-
lief that low-priced shares have a
habit of coming to life in late
stages of a boom.

The market closed last week at
a 25-year high, and it kept right
on going up Monday - with “trading
heavy. On Tuesday it slowed. down
both in pace and in gains. Om Wed-
nesday, traders had an opportunity:
for profit-taking. .

That -proved_to be a short-term
affair. The hursday market
started with a pre-holiday air and
coptinued that way most of the day
with prices steady. Then toward
the close, railroads came to life
and sent prices up all around to
new peaks.
