A SUCCESSFUL PSYCHIC

The dangers of psychic bid-
ding are too well known to need
further discussion, but it can't be
demed that an occasional venture
into this field may produce a lav-
ish reward. In the following deal,
for example, South stole the rub-
ber by using the psychic tech-
nique.

North dealer.
Both sides vulnerable.
North-South 80 on score.
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West, who certainly could not
know that South had started off
with a three-card spade bid,
opened the ace and another dia-
mond to protect his own spade
strength. This, as it happened,
was unimportant, however, be-
cause South could have made two
diamonds against any defense.

The important feature of the
hand was South’s one-spade open-
ing. This was not simply a hap-
hazard psychic — South had a
logical reason for choosing the
bid. He felt, with good cause, that
any opening bid on his question-
able values might merely be
“starting something''; it was quite
possible that his best action was
to pass and hope that West would
do likewise. On reconsideration,
however, South felt that there
was a good chance that his own
side had the balance of power, so
he decided to risk an opening in
hope of converting his part-score
into game

Having made that decision, the
question was what to bid. South
rejected the idea of a diamond er
a club opening because either of
these would be ton easy to over-
call, Ideally, if defense had been
the only consideration, South
would have liked to bid a heart.
but this was too risky. South
could pot afford to play the hand
at hearts under any circum-
stances, whereas he could stand a
spade contract, even i North
raised to a fairly high level.

It will be observed that South's
spade hid robbed East-West of
their only safe chance to compete.

West could not safely make a
move over one spade, and East
certainly was not in hetter straits,

over North's one notrump .
