“THEORIES”

It is difficult, if not impossible,
to play expert bridge without a
sound understanding of “theory,”
but it is also worth observing that
so-called principles become hor<
ribly exaggerated as they circulate
from group to group.

Take the principle which goes
like this: “Don't do any jump bid-
ding unless you have a fit with
partner.” On the surface, this looks
like sound advice —but it isn’t.
As a matter of fact, following this
advice has cost thousands of play-
ers more points than can ever be
reckoned. Consider South's blind
adherence to the “theory” in this
case:

South dealer. *
North-South vulnerable
Rubber bridge.
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The bldding: '
South West North FEast
1 Pass 14 Pass
2 Pass 2e Pass
3¢ Pass 3@ Pass
Pass Pass Pass

South made two overtricks with-
out extending himself in the play—
and then the words began to fly
twixt him and his partner.

North — mnot unnaturally —
wanted to know how he could
have guessed that there would be
such an excellent play for even
five clubs, let alone six. North
harped on the fact that South
had made a minimum rebid of
two clubs over the one spade, and
although, North conceded that

+South’'s subsequent three-diamond

bid was more constructive, he in-
sisted that this could not erase
the first “ridiculous” rebid.

South, for his part, was aghast
at the implication that, void of
his partner's spade suit, he could
have bid more strongly on the
second round. While acknowledg-
ing that his first rebid had not
been encouraging, he suggested
(not too firmly) that North never-
theless might have carried the
four-club bid to five clubs.

To anyone not burdened with
“theories,” it would seem incon-
ceivable that any player holding
South’s hand would fail to bid
three clubs on the second round,
regardless of his partners non-

fitting response.
