It is premature to
speculate what course the new Government will pursu.
with regard to existing office-bolders,  Some incline to
the epinion that no exception should be made in favor
of those who have votod and used their influence

As
long as I'arty Government is carried on, the friends
and not the enemies, of the Government for the time
being, should be rewarded, and it is rather a poor
compliment to the intelligence of the Liberal Party to
assert that men within its ranks cannot be found com-
petent to fill all the offices at the disposal of the Colony.
