NEW YORK (AP)—The stock
market's record rise faltered a
little last week om rumors that
came true.

Wall street was nervous because
the market’s long advance made
it an easy prey to reaction.

Most of the week there were
rumors that the Federal Reserve
Board might raise margin require-
ments or again boost the discount
rate te brake the market's ad-

vance.
>

The rumors in themselves were
enough to make jittery traders sell
to take the profits they already
had in hand.

On Friday night, long after
Wall street had been deserted, the
FRD in Washington boosted mar-
gin requirements to 70 per cent
from 60.

That means investors mow can
borrow only 30 cents and must put
up 70 cents of their own money
for every dollar's worth of stock
they buy.

Most stocks are bought for cash.
Margin trading now is a minor
market factor. That speculative
fringe, however, has been growing
in importance. Last week loans to
brokers and dealers for use in
margin trading reached am 11-year
peak at $1,820,000,000. That is
small, of course, compared with
the total market value of nearly
$176,000,000,000 of all securities
listed on the New York stock ex-
change. The import of the board’s
action was clear. Too much spec-
ulation must be curbed.

Margins last were raised early
in January to 60 per cent from 50.

Canada’s share of an expanding
world wheat market has dropped
in the face of rising exports from
her competitors, particularly the
United States.

Shipments from_all major ex-
porters, Canada, U, 8., Australia
and Argentina, rose te 435,200,000
bushels in the first seven months
of the current crop year, an in-
crease of 47,600,000 bushels over
last year, bureau of statistics fig-
ures show. The current crop year
opened Aug. 1, 1954.

In that period, Canada’s ship-
ments totalled 152,000,000 bushels,
still the leading exporter in vol-
ume and virtually h d from
