To reach even this modest goal,
however, the flow of development
capital from rich to poor countries,
now roughly $5,000 million per year,
would have to he doubled. The UN.’s
current target for all industrialized
countries is 1 per cent of the gross
national product. Counting private
as well as government aid, the Unit~
ed States has nearly reached that
target. Few other rich countries
have done so.

If all industrialized countries did
devote at least 1 per cent of their
gross national product to economie
aid, Mr. Thant believes his goals for
1970 would be well on the way to-
ward achievement. The rest of the
growth will have to come from
freer world trade, new gpportunities
for profitable private investment,
and vigorous efforts on the part of
the poor countries themselves. He
placed great emphasis on the need
for determined self-help.

The phrase “Decade of De-
velopment” was coined by Adlai
Stevenson In a speech last year. It
was used by President Kennedy in
an appearance before the 1961 Gen-
eral Assembly, and embraced of-
ficially by the Assembly shortly
thereafter. It will take time to get
the program off the ground, and
there are many obstacles to be sur-
mounted; but nothing since the
Marshall Plan holds out
spiring promise for the future.

Ontario Experiment

Using two helicopters, the On-
tario Department of Lands and
Forests is carrying out an experi-
ment tlis spring which will be fol-
lowed with keen interest elsewhere.
It is a new technique of aerial seed-
ing. Eight hundred acres in
forest districts will be treated in
this way. The helicopters are equip-
ped with crop-dusting hoppers to
carry jackpine seed. The department
has worked out a device of its own
for carrying the seed to a power-
driven centrifugal slinger.

Aerial seeding is not entirely
new, as it was tried in Ontario after
the Mississagi forest fire in 1948.
But many of the early results both
in Canada and the United States
were not entirely encouraging. The
present experiment appears to he
more elaboratelv planned, and makes
use of advances in scientific know-
ledge.

The rate of seeding per acre is
being varied in order to determine
the amount of seed that will pro-
duce best results at least cost. Heli
copters are regarded as ideally suit-
ed to the work in the more remote
districts where the experiment is
being carried out, as they can oper-
ate from amall clearings and fly at
low speeds and altitudes.

It is not expected that aerial
seeding will become the principal
means of re-establishing forests, but
it could play a much larger role in
the future. The two operations being
undertaken this spring mark the be-
ginning of a series of tests, In view
of the havoe caused by forest fires
vearly in many parts of the coun-
try, such experiments could prove
of great value indeed. The initiative
taken by the Ontario government in
launching this scheme is creditable
to its forestry organization.

It has broad, partially
webbed hind feet. a flattened
tail that serves as an efficient
rudder, and thick waterprco
fur.

The idea of taking a census of
fish, we admit, is not one that
would have occurred to us.
