At his trial, Petain contended he
was able to save France and help
the Allies only by faking collab-
oration with Hitler. )

Gen, Charles de Gaulle, the
wartime “Free French” and “Fight-
ing French” leader, became prek-
ident after the war, and commut-
ed Petain's sentence to life im-
prisonment.
