His education was not only free
but was cushioned by a state al-
lowance from start o$nish.
GOOD INCOME

His income now, as a doctor of
technical sciences, is 3,700 rubles.
| His wife still works, and this
| brings their total incomsz to 4,850
rubles, or over $1,200 a month.

By comparison, a factory man-
ager earns 4,000 rubles and up.

But this is nowhere near Bas-
sov’s potential ceiling. As a pro-
fessor, the next highest Soviet
academic rung, Bassov could

earn 6,000 rubles.

Bassov has no set hours at the
institute. With 15 assistant§ work-
ing under him, he is his own|
boss. et

“Sometimes we have to throw |
him out at night, just so he’ll be|

fresh the following morning,” a|
friend remarked. :

In his position Bassov receives
nearly two months vacation a
year, double the national average.
