pellets, called microspheres,

a can be injected into the blood

supply as it approaches a can-
cerous area of the hody.

It they are placed properly,
the pellets can be blocked at
the “capillary. bed—the micro-
scopie chain of blood vessels
Wit ‘carty the blood. from. the
arteries to the veins for the trip
back to the heart

Preliminary investigation
shows that the pellets can be
kept in position long enough for
their radio-active agents to at-
tack the cancer.

Although some of the capilla-
ries are blocked by the pellets,
enough remain clear to permit
normal circulation.

The research team hopes the
technique will prove feasible for
attacking cancers not accessi-
ble to surgery,
