'rn- Tserse or Zius.—The following lmgulal facts are
from a very interesting letter written by the Rev.
Liviogston, an English missionary in South Africa, and
son-in-law of the distinguished missionary Robert Moffat, to
his brother in Massachusetts, which letter was recently read
before the American Geographical and Sttistical Society .—
44 "The tsetse is the name given to an insect found in the interior
In size it is between the common house-fly and
l.he honey-| haa, and is of a drab colour, having some yellow
bars across the hinder part of the body. 'l‘lney seew to be
confined to certain districts, geaerally along of rivers,
where reedy swamps intermingled with trees prevail. They
ate very numerous, and from their devastations among domestic
cattle, have been tormed the scourge of Africa. Itis supposed
that the “zimb,” mentioned by Biuce,is the same as the
Tsetse. The most curious fact about this insect is, that while
its sting is harmless to man and wild animals, itis certain
destruction to horses, catle, sheep, dogs, or any other dom-
icated brute, except goats and young calves. Several
ances are known where all the cattle, horses, and dogs of a
traveller have been swept off by it. A lluuu was taken among
them by a doubter ; about fifty settled on him, and immediately
n 1o lose flesh ; in eleven days hu was dead ; when an
ox is bitten, at once the countenance stares, the eyes run, he
losesstrength, swells under the jaw, staggers, grows blind, and
becomes emaciated, which continuee, sometimes, for months,
when death ensues.
