South ruffed, crashed the spade
king and led to the spade ace, then
returned a club toward the closed
hand. East played properly at
this point: he ducked, and South's
ten went to West's jack. West
persisted with hearts, and sgain
South ruffed.

Now South led a diamond to
dummy and returned the other
club, and this time East blunder-
ed — He put up the club acel A
moment later South ruffed away
West's club king, and by thus
establishing his own nine--spot
for a diamond discard from dum-
my, ensured the contract.

It is hard to imagine what East
was thinking about when he put
put up the club ace! There could
be no conceivable gain from that
play even if South (despite the
evidence of his previous play ot
the ten) turned up with the king
of clubs!
