The price to growers for table
stock potatoes and seed stock con-
tinues to advance, it was reported
yesterday by D.A., MacDonald.
Chairman of the P.E.I. Potato
Marketing Board., $175 to $1.85 per
bushel 1s now being received for
table stock with seed prices being
slightly higher.

Movement is also a little faster
now due to the improvement in
the reefer car situation over the
scarcity experienced last week.
Railway officials state. that mini-
mum standing order of 25 cars
daily had been placed with the
regional office at Moncton, and
about one hundred had arrived
over the weekend. Several cargoes
have been assembled at various
Island points as the shipment by
boat has increased prior to the
start of the wintér season.

Mr. . MacDonald stated that an
additional firmness to the market
conditions. has been brought about
by the recent decline in the es-
timated production in the United
Stajes, and the early advent of
cold weather in Western Canada,
which has caused severe losses to
the Western growers.
