Hcme!ess Men

« the “Century of the Homeless Man.”

That’s the title of a report by Elfan
Rees in a recent issue of Internat-
ional Conciliation, supported by the
Carnegie Endowment for Internat-
ional Peace. It’s a report 6n the work
of governments and the United Na-
tions in the field of refugee prob-
lems.

The mere figures of refugee totals
are staggering. Rees estimates that
our era has produced 40,000,000
refugees—slightly less than 25%
88 many people as live in the United
States.

Consider some of them.

The 193,000 Hungarians Who fled
in 1956 from Communist tyranny.
The 920,000 Arab refugees in Gaza,
Jordan and neighboring states who
fled Palestine. The 2,800,000 Ger-
mans from East Germany who fled .

¥ to the west. The 18,000,000 German

refugees and expellees from former
German areas . east of the Oder-
Neisse line, Poland, the Sudetenland,
ete.—4,000,000 of whom were killed.

Israel has taken in most of the
400,000 Jews who fled from Yemen,
north Africa and Iraq and the 20,000
" from Egypt. At least 700,000 have .
fled into Hong Kong from Commun.
ist China. Some 15,000 European re-
fugees falso help crowd Hong Kong.
Finland got 400,000 Karelians after
ceding the Karelian isthmus to Rus.

8,500,000 Hindus and Sikhs left what
is now Pakistan for India and 6,500,-

happened in Korea.

And the amazing
thing, as Mr. Rees points out, is that
millions of these peoples have be-
come assimilated.
