x?u_r;lng experience, Bishop Mc-
Intyre asked the Bishop of Que-
bec if a number of Sisters from
that nospital would come to this
Province to staft the then new
Charlottetown Hospital.

Farly Difficulties

“It is difficult for us to realize
today, just 74 years later, these
few nursing sisters coming 10
Prince Edward Island, unfamiliar
with our language, to staff a hos-
pital of 12 beds in a Province
which had, at that time, the larg-
est population in its history, —

la‘pproxlmalely 108 thousand per-

sons.

“With the construction of that
one 12-bed hospital there was
then one bed for every 9,000 per-
sons. Today, Prince Edward Island
can, beast of one hospital bed for
about every 160 persons.

“With this greatly expanded
provision for our hospital sick,
the message sent by ishop Mc-
Intyre requesting nurses for hos-
pital service, 1s as applicable in
our Province today as it was 74
years ago.

“As I mentioned previously,
medical and nursing care, in our
hospitals today, has now become
an integral part of our way of
life, n fact, that is where life |
now starts for most of us.

»This hospital provision alone,
maternity services, with the nurs-
ing care which it involves, is
now, very definitely, taken as a
matter of course.

“Seventy four years ago these
facilities were just not available
and that is, perhaps, one of the
reasons why one baby in every
five died before he could walk or
talk. Was 1t possible that in urg-
ing hospitalization Bishop Mec-
Intyre was aware, as we are to-
day, that infant mortality, is the
most sensative index, of social
welfare?

“At that time, however, mnot
only was Prince Edward Island at
the threshold of a new era, by
virtue of her embarking on the
nursing of her sick in hospitals,
but the whole world was to learn,
ih the next few years, many
things, which would not only in-
fluence greatly, the future of
nursing, but the future of medi-
cine generally.

“Just one year later, 1880, a
scientist by the name of Eberth
first saw the organism which
causes typhoid fever

“Two years later, Dr. Kock in
Germany first isolated the or-
ganism of tuberculosis. And the
following year, 1883, two men,
Kelbs and Loetffler published their
papers describing the causative
organism of diphtheria.

“Also, at that very time, a
young man from this Province
was contemplating going away to
a University to study medicine. 1
refer to our respected Dr. Roderick
MacDonald of St. Peter's Bay.

“Just a short while before those
momentous years, Florence Night-
ingale had had the experience of
the Crimea War behind her and
was now in the process of plac-
ing the new science of nursing on
a firm footing. In fact, in the
year 1860, just 19 years before
Bishop Mclntyre's hospital open-
ed in Charlottetown, Florence
Nightingale founded the first
training school for nurses at St.
Thomas Hospital, in London, Eng-
land.

Tremendous Progress

“What tremendaous progress has
been made in nursing since those
few nursing sisters came to Char-

the ravages of which, no doubt,
stimulated  hospitalization  and
nursing 1n this Province, are well
known in all their detail by you
who are graduating tonight.

“In fact, due to advance in
moderh medicine these particu-
lar diseases are fast disappearing
in our country. Not so in less
fortunate countries.

“Not only must the nurse of
today be familiar with these
earlier diseases, as basic stepping-
stones in her training, but, she
must be familiar with a greally
expanded textbook of many so-
called newer diseases. She must
know the contents of a medicine
cabinet containing numerous
drugs, many of which have been
introduced since the close of the
last war. That is one of the rea-
sons why an individual, born in
Bishop Mclntyre's day, just 74
years ago, had a life expectancy
of about 34 years. today, babies,
whom you nurses have assisted in
bringing into this world, have an
even break to live almost their
allotted span of three score years
and ten,

“Again, when Bishop Mclntyre's
hospital was admitting its first
patients, Lord Lister was explain-
ing to his associates, in a Lon-
ginn hospital, that everything used
in an operating room must be
scrupulously clean, in fact, sterile.

“This development, just one of
several, in the field of surgery has
made it absolutely necessary, that
nurses, must be highly trained, in
these demanding techniques, in
order that they may properly as-
sist in  the conduct of modern
surgery and in the after-care of
the surgical patient.”
