New Facilities Provided
At St. Dunstan’s College

Completion of the new chapel
bullding at 8t. Dunstan's College
has provided the faculty and stu-
dents with new dining room facil-
ities and will soon proyide them
with the privilege of attending re-
liglous services in the new' chapel.

The chapel, which is to be bless-
ed by His Excellency Bishop Boyle
tomorrow morning has three altars
where masses will be offered. The
sixty-six pews which  have just
been installed provide acccmmoda-
tlon for about 375 people.

Directly below the chapel in the
almost T shaped brick building is
the boys dining room. It has been
in use since September and the
large room has proved very satis-
factory and comfortable for the
students.

East of the boy's dining room
and also on basement floor is the
new, commodious kitcher, Equipp-
ed with modern kitchen facilities
it provides for efficlent work and
moderate comfort.

The chapel wing 1is 119x43
feet in dimension and the convent
building running at right angles to'
but adjoining the wing is 100 x43
feet. The Convent also contains
the sisters chapel.

Central Heating Plant

The central heating plant is in
operation this year for the first
time. Powered by two steam 100
h.p. units the steam is taken at

high pressure by underground
pipes to the five buildings on the
campus. Only fires burming in the
campus buildings are those in the
cooking ranges.

Adjoining the heating plant is
the well equipped, newly bulit
laundry. A water tank in the cor-
ner of the laundry prcvides hot
water for both the chapel and the
laundry, All equipment {s complete-
ly new.

Construction of the gymnasium
on the west side of the main build-
ing is pr ing rapidly. Comp
tion of the work will depend upon
weather conditicns.

The steel framework on the $100,-
000 building has been erected and
well over one third of the brick
laid. Workmen
yesterday were preparing to pour
cement for.a portion of the first
floor. The rgst of the first flcor
will be laid in hardwood and aill
be used as a basketball court.

A new barn replacing the one
lost in the disastrous fire during
July, 1949, will soon be completed.
AN work on the outside of the 130
x 38 fcot structure has been fin-
ished and the carpenters are now
busy on the interior.

The new piggery, which also re-
placed the one lost in the first has
been in use for some time.

A growing invasion of small red
tropical ants into restaurants, hot-
els, resldences and business estab-
lishments in Charlottetown and vic-
inity is proving a source of trouble
and discomfort to business operat-
ors and others, it was leamed yes-
erday. Contrary to rumor howev-
er, The Guardian has been assured
by Dr. Wendell MacDonald, medic-
al officer for the city, that the in-
sects do not carry disease.

The ants are believed to have
been brought here three or four
years ago on some tropical food,
such as bananas. Their presence
was hardly detected at that time
but since then they have yearly
lgqcreued into tremendous num-

€rs.

It is thought that they are car-
ried from one place to another by
food, stated Mr, F. M. Cannon, of-
ficer in charge of the Entomologic-
al Laboratory here. Mrr. Cannon
has been recefving numerous com-
plaints of the scourge during the
past few weeks,

Mr, Cannon reported that the
ants live in nests deeply bunrowed
into walls or under floors which
are difficult to find. Their presence
is more noticeable during the cold
weather as they are a tropical spec-
ies and swing into action when the
fall and winter heat is turned on.

The only way in which they
can be exterminated is by the use
of poison bait, states Mr. Cannon.
The poison is oarried to the nests
by the “worker ants” where it is
eaten and the insects killed. This
bait is available at the Science
Service laboratories.

“They cammot be killed out by
fumigation,” Mr. Canmon stated.
“After fumigation they appear to
die out but they soon return as
it is only the ants moving around
who are killed while those in the
nest are safe.”

Mr. Cannon and Dr. MacDonald
have been visiting several build-
ings into which the amts have in-
filirated. “In some instances the
people will not fully co-operate and
tell us where these insects are,” Mr.
Cannon reports, “If they would
then we could very likely stamp
this scourge out.”

The tropical ants are very small,
no bigger than one-flifith the size
of the red ant commonly found
here. They are botanically refer-
red to as Pharaoh’s ant.

While nearly all of the com-
plaints have come from the City, a
