Thyeare a cor-
rect statement of the revival of a trade
that in 1899 gave three and a
half millions of dollars of British mo-
ney to Canadian dairymen, ‘They
were spoken in October, 1895, at the
meeting of the Ontario Dairymen’s
Association, nine months before Mr,
Sydney Fisher becamesinisterof agri-
culture. Moreover, though Mr. Derby
shire is generally counted a Liberal,
they were spoken in defence of the
Conservative Government ofthe day
against Liberal attacks in connection
with the cold storage andrefrigerated
freight systen for the shipment of

The system needed de-
fence them, though it'does not now.
The Conservative Government had

test
the practicability of an idea that today Mr. McMullen,
then one of the Liberal chiefs, with
better lungs than intelligent foresight,
opposed the yote, The Montreal
Herald jeered at the idea of a befogged
Tory Government going into the gen-
eral store business. The Toronto
Globe joined in the chorus of ridicule
and said that the best service the Gov-
ernment could do the farmer was to
leave him alone. The Governme:'t
had gone ahead, had spent tne $20-
ooo and incurred a loss. But the ice
tad been broken. The shipmentof
butter f:om Montreal to Great Britain,
which in 1894, was 32,000 packages,
jumped in 1895 to 70,coo packages,
ond this year, with only half the season
gone, is 115,000 packages. Mr. Lerby-
shire, a dairyman before heis a party-
man, was defending a Government he
opposed against theattacks of his po-
litical friends, because it had donea
wise and profitable thing for an impor-
tant industry, which, before the action

was taken, was in a decline.

‘The quotation above bears directly
on Mr. Fisher’s theory, that he is the
inaugurator of the cold storage and re
frigerated freight system. It shows
that the system wasin profitable eper-
ation and had appoved itselfa year
before Mr. Fisher became a minister,
and when he was not even a member
of Pariiament. Mr. Fisher is entitled
to credit in connection with this sys-
tem,forhaving recorganized and carried
on a good thing. He was not the
originator; he has not been anorigin-

.ator in anything.
