Keep him out of the game
until- the injured player returns.
If Ross’ suggestion was fol-
lowed, Bob Pulford of the Leafs
would be idle. It was his elbow—
it is claimed the Leafs were
wearing a barred type of elbow
pad—that broke Mohns’ jaw.
“But the NHL will never adopt
the plan,” said Ross. “T've advo-
cated it for years to keep down
sticks and elbow.
“Phe penalties haven’t been
serious enough. If you cross-
check a man in the face, break-
ing his nose, and that man is out
for two weeks, the player inflict-
ing the penalty should not be
permitted to play for the same
length of time."”
Further, Ross declares elbow
pads are to protect a player fall-
ing to the ice. They are not to be
used as a weapon on offence.
