tim, and found that althcugh the
first two sdmples were not similar,
the third envelope contained a hair
which was identical in all respects.

Dr, T.L. Farmer stated that he
had been on the point of leaving
Charlottetown Hospital at five-
twenty on November 17 when he
had met a man carrying a child
who proved to be dead.

Traced Accident Car

In giving his evidence as Invest-
igator, Corporal Lund said that he
had found a car on November 21
which fitted the description cf the
one said to have struck the child.
He had discovered that this auto-
mobile belonged to Mr. George Wil-
son, 56 Upper Queen Street, and
found it parked in front of his
hcme.
