Lard was also
very weak and 35c per 100 lbs lower,
closing at $10.15 asked May and
June, #1017} Jualy. The stock of lard
in the prineipal markets of the United
States 1s 134,000 tisrces, against 320, -
000 tierces at this time last year, show-
ing & decrease of 136,000 tierces. In
England the stocks are estimated at
57.000 tisrces, and in Europe at abont
50,000 tisrcea. The gnantity afloat for
Eurcpe is estimate] at 45,000 tierees. In
this warket the feeling in pork and lard
was weak, and we quete Chicago mess pork
$19 30 to 820, and Canada short cut mess
pork $20.50.
