France and China.

The moral symparhy of impartial ontside
observers must be very generally with China
in the present crisis. The operations of
France in Tonguin, out of which the exist-
ing complications grew, were unprovoked,
and were prompted by a spirit of aggran-
dizement  The treaty made with China,
after the £ 1'tinz in Tonquin was over, was
wrung from her by undisgnised bullying.
The episode of the firing of Chinese irreg-
ulars upon French troops at Langson was a
very inadeqnale pretext for the demand of
an enormous indenmity and the seizure of
Chinese territory. France has been the
agoressor from the beginning, her demands
have been the unreasonable, and she has
refused the request of China for arbitation,
This was preciaéiy the sort of quarrsl in
which urbitration might have be=n resorted
to without any loss of digaity, and with a
reasonable assurance that justice would be
douwe. To decline arbitration is, in such a
case, mneatly equivaient to an acknowl-
edgment that one’s canse is not just, There
is no mistaking the temper of the French
press and people..  The old thirst for glory,
for expansion, for power, seems to control
them onee more. Bat if warlike operations
should be long centinned, it would beeome
a question of great moment how far nations
Iike England and Germany will permit the?
lives and property of their subjects to be |
endangered, and their valuable commerce
interrupted, to gratify the ambition and
caprices of France.— Boston Journal. |
